Upcoming Workshops

 Glass Workshop – Saturday 28th February
An introduction to working with glass in a calm, supported environment. Participants will explore colour,



shape, and composition to create a small decorative piece. Finished work will be fired and returned for
collection.

 Ceramics & Hand-Building Workshop – Saturday 21st March
A relaxed introduction to ceramics. Participants will work with stoneware clay, be guided through throwing a simple
form, choose from five glaze finishes, and explore basic hand-building techniques. Finished pieces will be fired and

returned for collection.

Felt Animal Workshop – Saturday 18th April
A gentle needle-felting workshop where participants create a small felt animal. Techniques include shaping, layering,

and adding simple details. A calm, creative session suitable for beginners.
